A Regular Meeting of the Citizen Accessibility Advisory Sub Committee was held on Thursday,
July 19, 2012 in the City Hall First Floor Kitchen, 2345 Providence Boulevard, Deltona, Florida.

1 CALL TO ORDER:

The meeting was called to order at 5:49 p.m. by Yaitza Denizac, the Vice Chair.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

A. Minutes:

1. Meeting — May 17, 2012

Motion by Tom Dockery, seconded by Patsy Dockery, to adopt the minutes of the Regular
Citizen Accessibility Advisory Sub Committee Meeting of May 17, 2012.

Motion carried with members voting as follows: Yaitza Denizac, For; Micky Beauregard,
For; Thomas Dockery, For; Patsy Dockery, For; Karen Langston, For; Sandy Primack, For;

4. ANNOUNCEMENTS:

The members were given a copy of the Senior Breakfast flyer for July 21* and invited to support
the event, the flyer for the Concert in the Amphitheater on August 11" as well as a copy of the
quarterly report for the April to June period that was submitted to the City Commission.

5. PUBLIC COMMENT:
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There were no members from the public present.

6. OLD BUSINESS:

A. Combined Health Expo:

The members were given a copy of the survey results from the Bee Healthy Expo so they could
see the many ways the event was advertised as well as to see how the attendance compared to the
attendance at the Ability Fair held in March.

The members had also voted at the May 17" meeting to invite the Chairperson from each of the
other boards to discuss the combined health expo for next year. Because they were unavailable,
this discussion will continue when they can be present.

The members were given a copy of an email from Miss Denizac with ideas for a name for next
year’s event. This will be discussed further, when the chairperson from each of the other boards
can attend.

The members were in agreement to combine the two events into one as both events were serviced
by most of the same vendors.

B. ADA Transition:

Mr. Moore informed the committee members that the ADA Plan has to be completed by next
Wednesday. He said as far as this committee goes he is going to need their help.

Mr. Moore told the committee members that Captain Dave Brannon will attend their August 16"
meeting to let them know what the COPs do and what their handicap policy is in Volusia County.

Mrs. Beauregard added that her organization (UCP) offers public education on handicap issues
and she would be willing to come to City Hall to train staff.

7. NEW BUSINESS:

A. Other:

Mrs. Brown explained that this category was added to the agenda in case there was a topic the
members wanted to discuss.

Mr. Moore talked about the acquisition of another park and indicated that there would be a naming
contest. Mr. Moore told the members that Public Works and Storm Water had put in a grant several
years ago to develop the old chicken ranch property off Doyle Road and Lush Lane which consists of
60 acres. He said there is a storm water pond, they built a bridge that is part of the trail that goes over
the pond and they made a trail through the property that goes out to the trail to the county. He said
there is a gate back there and there are wetlands that cannot be developed as a part of their permit but
the 60 acres is going to come on the City’s inventory.
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Mr. Moore continued that Parks would be involved with that project and would be responsible for
opening and closing the park as well as scheduling some improvements in the future and possibly
adding some pavilions to make it a recognized handicap accessible trail, which the Parks Department
will maintain. He said the trail would wind through some other parts of the property eventually. He
said the grant was satisfied and is closed. Mr. Moore planned to work out an arrangement with the
County to have the gate open and to have it closed at night.

He said there will also be some improvements to the parking lot as it is too small. He added that there
is an area that could be used as an environmental area where they could identify plants and schedule
school tours, etc. to go through the property. He said a part of the grant was given to Public Works
for its storm water pond but they will turn it over to Parks for maintenance although it is a Storm
Water deal. He continued that there are opportunities to generate revenue if they rent it out.

The members all wanted clear directions on how to find this park and Mr. Moore told them how to
get there from Doyle Road.

8. DIRECTOR COMMENTS:

Mr. Moore had no further comments.

9. MEMBER COMMENTS:

a. Mr. Dockery said not everything that is ADA accessible meets the need. He also
thanked everyone for their support at his dad’s passing.

b. Mrs. Wert said she was glad that the ADA Transition Plan is going forward.

c. Mrs. Beauregard said she had worked at Thornby the day before with the UPC group
who had adopted that park and it was great. They really enjoy Thornby.

d. Mrs. Dockery said she is excited about the ADA Plan as well as pooling resources and
doing the fair next year. She also thanked everyone for their cards, words of
encouragement and support during their recent loss.

e. Miss Denizac said she was glad we are starting new things, moving forward and
coming together.

f. Mrs. Langston apologized for being late. She said ADA compliance should be “real
world” compliant. She said the fact that something is ADA compliant does not mean it
meets the need.

g. Mr. Primack agreed with Mr. Dockery about ADA issues and said that although some
things are ADA compliant, it does not meet the needs.
